Expression of Interest

Homes Tasmania is pleased to present this Expression of Interest (EQI) for the
purchase of land at 318 Main Road, Glenorchy (frontage off Bowden Street).

The Tasmanian Government is committed to increasing social and affordable
housing including the construction of new housing supply under the Tasmanian
Housing Strategy 2023-2043.

Homes Tasmania considers the land at 318 Main Road to be strategically important
for medium-density residential development with excellent proximity to high-quality
community facilities, public transport and open space.

Glenorchy City Council brought this area to the attention of Homes Tasmania, noting
Council's desire to see the land developed for residential purposes and identifying
the site’s access constraints and Council's expectation to retain public pedestrian
access between Bowden Street and public recreation grounds at Eady Street and
beyond to the Glenorchy business district.

The site shares a boundary with the existing Homes Tasmania Windsor Street
residential development for older persons. This connection offers strong potential for
providing the necessary vehicular access to the site enabling a high yield for
medium-density housing.

Homes Tasmania is uniquely placed to develop the land without demolition of
existing homes and has developed feasibility studies to ascertain development
potential for around 56 dwellings, vehicular access via and public pedestrian access.
Feasibility options, such as the attached, received a positive response from Council
officers in planning and engineering and is supported by a traffic impact assessment
report.

If successful in this submission, Homes Tasmania will engage with suitably qualified
consultants and contractors to further develop the feasibilities into a high-quality
residential development.

Homes Tasmania looks forward to discussing this EOI further with the Glenorchy
City Council.
